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The effectiveness of an integrated counseling .program to increase
psychological well-being of primary school children

Abstract

This study aims to highlight the possibility of integrating the
interventions of the cognitive behavioral model of mental disorder and
the perceptions of positive psychology to increase the psychological
well-being in children through a brief counseling program, and test the
effectiveness of this program in increasing the psychological well-
being in children. The study is determined by the sample, which
consists of (200) children from primary school pupils, (20) were
chosen from those whose grades are less than one or more standard
deviations from the average on the scale of the psychological well-
being of children, their ages range between (8-11) years, with average
(9.7) and standard deviation (0.86). They were divided equally and
homogeneously into two groups: an experimental group of (10), of
whom (5) were males and (5) females, and a control group of (10), of
whom (5) were males and (5) females. The study is also determined
by the following variables and tools: a measure of the psychological
well-being of children that involves three dimensions: positive
relationships with peers, positive relationships with the family, and
resilience in addition to a measure of intelligence and another for the
level of socio-economic to ensure homogeneity of the two groups, and
the counseling program, which consists of (12) sessions at the rate of
two sessions per week. The program aims directly to teach children
positive and optimistic thinking, train them to recall positive thoughts
and encourage them carry out positive intentional activities and teach
them effective response to problems and create a goal and meaning for
life. The results showed the effectiveness of the program in increasing
the psychological well-being of children in the experimental group, as
well as these improvements were maintained within the follow-up
period. There were no statistically significant differences between
males and females in response to the program.
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
